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CONSPIRATY

After having their store looted by Confederate soldiers in September 1864, four businessmen
from the town of Ironton, Missouri filed suit against 55 well-known Confederates. The list of
defendants included Sterling Price, Jo Shelby, and Thomas C. Reynolds. While few, if any, of
the defendants were alleged to have participated in the actual crime, all of those listed were
alleged to have participated in a conspiracy to overthrow the government of the United States.
The plaintiffs reasoned that since it was that conspiracy that eventually led to the looting of
their store, the high ranking Confederates were ultimately responsible for the damages.

The suit took five years to make its way through the courts and was settled only after a change
of venue to St. Louis. In the final verdict, the court ruled that the plaintiffs did not sufficiently
prove the extent of their losses and the four businessmen lost the case.
